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Title:

Comparison of the effectiveness of e — learning and workshop education on
privacy and informed consent of patients

Background and purpose:

For effective education, the selection of type of education has an important
role. The goal of this study was determination of the effectiveness of e —
learning and workshop education on privacy and informed consent of patients.

Methods:

This study was a quasi experimental with pre and post test, two groups
randomized sample size ans 60 students. Educational content regarding on
patient privacy and informed consent was taught in a four hour sessions. This
content was taught in CD in the form of e- learning. Before and after
intervention the knowledge of students was evaluate with questionnaire and
then analyzed with SPSS by using statistic tests.

Results:

The results showed that after intervention the average level of knowledge in
both e — learning and worhshop had improved. But the knowledge level of
before and after intervention were ststistically significant ((P=0/001).

Conclusion:

The results showed that workshop education is more efectiveness than e —

learning .
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
