Abstract

The Exploration of Academic Nursing History before the Islamic Revolution in Iran: A
Historical Study

Background/Aim: In order to understand and change the emerging problems of the
contemporary health system; nursing historians examine how these problems were shaped,
how they affect now, and how this knowledge could be used for a better future. Iran's nursing
history has been accompanied by ups and downs under the influence of internal and external
factors since the beginning. The critical study of this history will lead to the discovery of the
trends and it’s affecting factors. Therefore, the present historical study was conducted to
explore the historical trends of academic nursing before the Islamic Revolution in Iran.

Methods: This study was a qualitative research with historical methodology. Semi-structured
interviews -from oral history- and secondary data sources including books, articles,
magazines, newspapers, images available in official/personal archives were used for data
collection. yv interviews were conducted with yv participants, totaling yaAv minutes, also a4

secondery documentwere were evaluated and used. Data analysis was carried out
simultaneously by data collection, using the Miller-Rosser (¥ - - 1) method.

Result: Two time trends were explored in Iranian nursing history. Two main categories were
v-lran nursing history during Ya16-V4a¢ including subcategories nursing education; in the

way of genesis, public nursing image; seeking for dignity, factors affecting entering, retaining
and retention in nursing; entrance in the darkness/ambiguity in staying with nursing, nursing
services; nursing as medical care technique, nursing management; unanswered need and Y-

Iran nursing history during Yaav-yavA with subcategories including nursing education; focus

on practice, look at theoretical development, public nursing image; two sides of the same
coin, factors affecting entering, retaining and retention in nursing; the shadow of perceptions,
nursing services; in the way of redefining and development of area of care, nursing
management; authority/weakness dichotomy, nursing research; translation of scientific text.
Conclusion: In this study, in addition to identifying the properties and nature of nursing in
Iran, its effective factors were identified. Intra-professional factors include increased nurses’
education level, overcoming British discipline on the nursing system, the development of
professional associations, and placement of nursing leaders in high-level political positions.
Outside factors include the Pahlavi government supports, social development of women,
improvement of health status and general education of the country. The way in which nurses
confronted to these changes can be used as an evidence based source for present and future
issues of the profession.
